ADN-  Associate Degree in Nursing
Many community colleges offer programs! 
Including Santa Monica College. Students can 
continue to BSN program once they complete 
ADN and become an RN.

MSN -  Master of Science in Nursing
Also TWO options when applying to MSN programs:

• Pre-Licensure Route -  Entry Level Master's 
Program (ELM) (Any BA/BS to MSN)

• Post Licensure Route (BSN to MSN)

BSN-  Bachelor of Science in Nursing
There are TWO options when applying to BSN 
programs:

• Pre-Licensure Route (NO RN/ ADN comple ted)
• Post-  Licensure  Route  (RN/ ADN to BSN)

Prerequisites + Transfer Requirements + 3 years 
= RN Licensure

be  diffe rent. 
• Num b e r o f  Tim e s you can Ap p ly -  varie s by programs. Some  will only allow students to apply 

once , twice , unlimited, e tc.

Begin your re search on all requirements early for each nursing program/school! Additional exploratory 
preparation courses include Biology 2 (Human Biology) -  which could be completed before Anatomy. 
Also, Health 61 (Medical Terminology).
