A. Chair Tahvildaran-Jesswein declared a quorum at 11:18 a.m.

III. Action Items 
A. Minutes for November 22, 2005, were accepted as presented. 

IV. Information Items 
A. President's Report, Richard Tahvildaran-Jesswein. 

1. Review of Senate Objectives. 

a. Among the objectives completed are: 

i. SLO Task Force was established. 

ii. Plus/Minus Grading Task Force was established. 

iii. Sabbaticals Guidelines have been approved. 

iv. A voluntary student evaluation document was developed and is ready for testing. 

v. DPAC has been constituted and its rules of procedure have been developed. 
vi. A consultation form has been developed and tentatively agreed to by the Administration. 

b. Among the objectives yet to be completed are: 

i. interdisciplinary studies program 

ii. student equity plan 

iii. environmental scan 

iv. hiring procedures for full-time faculty

2. Consultation Form. A draft was circulated at the meeting and presented to the Board of Trustees. 

3. Bundy Site Agreement. The agreement is on hold until action can be taken by the Santa Monica City Council. 

B. Financial Report, Judith Douglas. 

1. A proposed budget was presented to the Executive Committee. 

2. M/S (Burson/Kawaguchi) to purchase a palm pilot for the use of the Senate. Approved unanimously. 

V. Old Business--Discussion 

A. Vocational Education Environmental Scan and VOC. Ed. Leadership Institute, Marily Adler, Occupational. 

1. In order to expand vocational programs at the College, an "environmental scan" (e.g., examination of community employment requirements) will be conducted. Bill Davis and Joan Abrahamson are involved in evaluating new program needs. An alternative energy technology program is among those being investigated. 

2. A leadership institute is scheduled for March 9-11, 2006, in Palm Springs. Interested faculty should contact the Senate president. 

B. Committee Scope and Functions, Josh Kanin, Elections and Rules. 

1. The committee has largely completed its work, which will be agendized for Senate action in the Spring 2006 semester. 

2. The Senate asked the Committee to advise him on whether the Senate constitution or by-laws prevent his reelection. There appears to be no such prohibition nor is there any prohibition of a faculty member serving in two Senate offices simultaneously. 

C. Winter Retreat and Winter Executive Committee Meetings, Richard Tahvildaran-Jesswein. 

1. The Huntington Library is not available for the Committee's retreat. Inquiries will be made about the availability of the Getty Museum or the Skirball Center. Dr. Tseng will be invited to the retreat.

B. AR 4115.1 "Adjustment of Graduation Requirements for Students with Disabilities," Esau Tovar, Student Affairs.

2. Prof. Tovar stated that the College is not now evaluating the English skills of students enrolled in concurrent programs. There seemed to be a consensus that such skills need not be evaluated unless a particular course has a prequisite or advisory for English skills.
