Rough Summary of Brainstorming meeting on Water Theme (May 14)
Immediately below are activities that are already being planned:
 
 Display photos (The photo department has confirmed that it will have a phot contest and display entries in the gallery in Drescher.)  Idea:  to ask for art related to water
Show Flow and Thirst (multiple times—perhaps at a Pro Dev Day event)
The Distinguished Scietists series will focus on water.  These speakers have been confirmed:  

Dr. Kenneth Libbrecht, chair of Physics at CalTech - his "watery" subject will be snowflakes. September 15 
Glenn McDonald from UCLA “Climate Warming, Perfect Droughts and Southern California Water Resources” December 1
We will have a panel on a Thursday evening that presents Chinatown and then has a follow-up discussion.  Panelists:  Vicki Drake, Josh Kanin and Lantz Simpson

We will have talks by SMC faculty:  Bill Selby, Amber Katherine, Darryl Keith Ogata, Lawrence Driscoll and Karen Gunn/Dave Phillips

The Music Department will present Handel’s Water Music.

These ideas were proposed:
Use March 22 as a crucial Water Day.  This day could feature a March for Water, showing a a film and other events.  This day—and week—might be ideal to focus the discussion—at least for the spring term.
 
We considered various symbolic events/actions:  stopping water on campus for a day would not be possible, but perhaps for 5 minutes?  Should we collect all water bottles used on campus for a week—and display them?  We might do a water audit:  how many gallons does the campus typically use in a month?  We might have a chart mapping the campus’s progress toward cutting that amount by 10% or 20%??  Marcus Eriksen/Anna Cummins waterbottle raft provoked attention:  what might we do?
Set up a website discussion board
Involve the facilities and grounds people in the discussions
 
Have panels to discuss ways of promoting conservation:  what do you say to a water hog?
Moby Dick and water….Ask disciplines to identify water-related works for students and colleagues
Involve film-making students
Involve the city of Santa Monica
Invite Andy Lipkis from Treepeople to speak
Water permeable surfaces for roads
Physical wonders (properties) of water
Ask campus poets and fiction writers to contribute works related to water; creative writing students might use it as a motif or theme; English composition students might write on it—and the campus might use it as a focus for contests (Warner History contest?)
Bill Selby’s class on Wednesday evenings might be a focal point—drawing speakers for evening students and inviting the community to attend.
Field trips to the Hyperion water treatment plant/tie-ins with Heal the Bay
SMC international students were featured on public service spots, highlighting use of water in their home countries; can we do something with these spot—or create more?
