To Access Cisco Unity by Phone

Step1 Call Cisco Unity.

From your desk phone, dial:

4099

From another phone within your
organization, dial:

4099

From outside your organization, dial:

310-434-4099

Step2 If you are calling from another phone
within your organization or from outside
your organization, press 3 when
Cisco Unity answers.

Step3 If prompted, enter your Cisco Unity ID
(usually your desk phone extension), and
press 3.

Step4 Enter your Cisco Unity password, and
press 3.

(If you forget your password, log on to the
Cisco PCA and browse to the Personal
Preferences page in the Cisco Unity
Assistant to change it.)
