COUNSELOR ACTION

e Discuss the CPL process with the student
e Review and submit the student petition form under CPL resources > CPL Counselor

Il.Potential courses that the student may qualify for, but it hasn’t yet been approved
for CPL
e |dentify potential courses that would match to experience
e Attach course description or relevant documents for work or learning experience
e Encourage the student to submit the CPL interest form on the www.smc.edu/cpl
e Inform the student that it takes a minimum of a semester to get a course approved
and follow up will be required the following semester
